Not until I reached home did I allow myself to consider the result of my actions.

Rarely do you meet a man of such integrity.

2. Inversion can take place in certain established sentence patterns involving hardly …. 

when…, no sooner…….than…, little……(of/about/that)….

Hardly had the two strangers arrived when the majority of the guests departed.

No sooner had we sat down to dinner than there came an explosion from the kitchen.

Little did anyone realize the seriousness of the situation.

3. Inversion takes place after expressions with only and no.

Only when I myself became a parent did I realize the value of my parents' advice.

Not only did she write short stories, but she was also a painter of talent.

Only after years of practice could I perform the delicate manoeuvre.

At no time was I ever informed.

In no way can this government deny its guilt.

On no account will I compromise my ideals.

(Type 1 - If you should ever come...)
