An application to have an earlier order restricting publicity on the case rescinded was refused by the judge.

Once answered—and the answers come almost unconsciously—these questions give rise to a host of others.

Working people have seen prices and rents continually rising, unemployment staying at a high level.

Seeing our afternoon broken, Margaret and I were cross. I told her that I could not remember him doing this on a Sunday, not even in the busiest time of the war. Margaret, not placated, was scolding me for not saying   "no".

It was an elaborate occasion.   Fur-wrapped,   barebacked, dinner-jacketed and candle-lit, two or three hundred people began the evening by eating a dinner at one of the city's largest hotels, at a cost of fifty dollars a plate. Having wined and dined, the crowds were carried off in buses to the city concert-hall inside the local Museum of Art.

This being a season favourable to conversation, and the room being a cool, shady, lazy kind of place, with some plants at the open window shutting out the dust, and interposing pleasantly enough between the tea-table within and the old Tower without, it is no wonder that the ladies felt an inclination to talk and linger.

Chiefly concerned with the factors involved in language teaching   we   will   only   analyse language   learning to the: extent that it is a factor in theories of language teaching and language analysis.

But global   TV communications,   world weather forecasting and the surveying of the earth's resources, including those that seem jeopardized, are only part of the results of space exploration now taken for granted.

An astounding versatility was the mark of these Italians of the new age. No other time or place can show us individuals equally many-sided and accomplished.

Charging the Government with admitted failure to achieve its target of 500,000 houses in the year 1969-70 the Tory leader said he would start a housing drive. When asked when he could promise that a Tory Government would reach this target he flatly refused to name a time.

So the later half of the age shows us both creation and criticism moving in these three directions. And it may not be too fanciful to see in the age itself a similar character, divided and contradictory, demanding to be expressed in the novel.

One can only express the hope that, with the radio serial  and various  kinds of  television  programme  taking over the more superficial functions of fiction as entertainment, the novelist may find a clearer field for the further development of the novel as a real art form.

How refreshing, amidst these encounters and experiences to think of Gerald's arrival and the birthday dinner. As soon as he had received the answering wire Charles went to the Cheval Noir, a small restaurant near the Camps-Elysees, which was a favourite of his—not one of those famous institutions like Prunier's or Voisin's, meccas for tourists, but the sort of a place he would have been disappointed to hear spoken of by any Englishman or American, and that he himself was careful   never   to   recommend.

Not that Hector Rose liked him. Douglas was tipped to have the final professional success denied to himself, and he was envious.

We meet in this novel perhaps the most thrilling character that Balzac ever created—Vautrin. His relations with Eugene de Rastignac are admirably presented; ... true, Eugane revolts when he learns to his horror that Vautrin has had a man killed to enable him to marry an heiress.

In that fateful year (1870) two books, Matthew Arnold's "Friendship's Garland" and George Meredith's "Harry Richmond", warned England that national education and national discipline in the Teutonic heart of Europe (Germany) was creating a new kind of power that had a jealous eye on   English easily won,  carelessly guarded, ill-distributed wealth.

Taking the island as a whole the death-rate did not, again rise as high as in the early part of the eighteenth century, but it ceased to decline any further, in spite of the advance in medical service and science, the chief reason being the growth of the area covered by industrial slums and their progressive   deterioration   as   years went   by.

England in 1880 could boast of finer trees than any other country,  if judged by aesthetic, not by commercial standards. The forests had all gone, save a patch or two like the New Forest and the Forest of Dean. Yet seen from the air the landscape would not have appeared ill-wooded.
