1. Preacher though he may be, Carlyle is also a historian, and one who will not corrupt the evidence merely to support a case.

2. Yet it is the rulers of this lawless and sick society who claim that they are in Vietnam to preserve law and order and bring to its people the blessings of the American way of life.

3. I became certain that a phase in our life had ended.

4. An acquaintance suggested that he should go into business and the idea seems to have appealed to him.

5. It would have been unlike Stendhal not to seize upon the fruitful idea that was thus presented to him but it was not till months later that, on what he called “a day of genius”, the analogy occurred to him which has since become famous.

12. It might be more blessed to give than to receive, but there had been times when she would have given a year’s life to be the receiver and not the giver. Her longing to step aside for a moment, to lean on a shoulder, to give gratitude as freely as she gave help was very great.
